The ASCA is only one of two organizations of its kind in the World, the other being in the USA.  The 

ASCA aims to facilitate professional development for persons involved in the physical preparation of 

the athlete. 

 

It recognizes that for these people practical application of scientific principles is of upmost 

importance and therefore provides educational opportunities based on bridging the gap between 

sport science and the practical application. 

 

It also recognizes that physical preparation is an art as well as a science and therefore provides 

avenues for exchanges of theories and methods of optimal physical preparation.  The ASCA is a 

not-for-profit organization for S and C specialists and coaches. 

 

The National Office is located in Brisbane and is administered by 3 staff members who are 

responsible to a Board of Directors.
